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ith board exams fast approaching, students
are busy with their preparations and revision
work. Sometimes, when students have to
study for long hours at night to prepare for
a test or exam, sleep becomes the biggest
hurdle.

Given below are some useful tips to avoid
sleep while studying for long hours.

1. Keep the study room well lit

The biggest mistake most of the students
make is studying with just a table lamp lit
in the whole room due to which a significant
portion of the room remains dark, promoting
a cosy environment. That would eventually
make as student get tempted to go to that
charming bed with dim surroundings. So, to
avoid such a comfy situation, keep the room
bright and well lit.

2. Sit on a chair, not on the bed

The sitting position also matters a lot
while studying for long hours. Try to seat
on a chair with back support and a table
in the front. It will help a student to stay
active and alert while studying. On the other
hand, if a student lays on the bed while
studying, the student will get into lazy mode,
eventually making the student feel sleepy.
While sitting on the chair, keep exercising
your limbs at regular intervals so that you
don’t go into dormant situation.

3. Avoid heavy meals

It is common to feel drowsy after a heavy
meal and surely cannot help a student to
focus on studying. Actually, after a heavy
meal, one feels full, relaxed and struggles
to keep one’s eyes open. The lethargy that

comes after consuming a heavy meal also
diminishes retention power. At the same
time, it will not make any sense to starve
also. Thus a balanced light meal at frequent
intervals will help focus on studying.

4. Drink lots of water

Water is being recommended not only to
keep a student hydrated but also to keep the
student alert. Actually, it’s the best trick that
most of the students apply while studying.
When one drinks a considerable quantity of
water, one will have to make frequent trips
to bathroom thus keeping one active and
alert. Moreover, drinking adequate quantity of
water helps to keep the brain well hydrated,
increasing memory and retention power.

5. Follow ‘Early to bed, early to rise’

principle

This comes from the famous saying, “Early
to bed, early to rise makes a man healthy,
wealthy and wise” This is absolutely true
because if a student manages to sleep early
at night then the student will get adequate
sleep, waking up fresh and energetic the
next day. With a fresh mind, a student can
concentrate on studies quite well. A fresh
mind has a better concentration power to
retain information.

6. Take a nap in the afternoon

If a student has been continuously
studying since morning, then an afternoon
nap is a must to save the brain from
getting exhausted. It will also help to avoid
sleep when studying at night. A short nap

is enough to keep one alert and ward
drowsiness away.

7. Keep your limbs alert and awake

If a student stays in a sedentary position
for a long time, then there are chances of
drowsiness creeping in. It is thus advisable
to take short walks within the room or
frequently loosening one’s limbs to remain
active when studying for long hours.

8. Read out aloud while studying

This trick works really well to keep
lethargy away. It minimises chances of falling
asleep while studying. A student should
cultivate the habit of explaining a topic to
oneself like a teacher does in a classroom.
This will not only help to avoid drowsiness
but also to improve the learning process.

9. Learn by writing

Constant reading of text can lead to
boredom and monotony. So, if a student
should try to write the answers in order to
better understand the subject concept and also
to remain active while learning.

10. Avoid studying difficult topics at night
Solving complex problems at night may
not be the right approach as one tends to
feel sluggish. So it will be best to study
tough topics or solve difficult problems when
one feels fresh after a good night’s sleep. It
helps to learn tough subjects when the body
the body and the brain are fresh as well as
active. For late night study, pick only those
topics that are easy, interesting and favourite
subjects.
